Competitions will take place in the entertainment hall of 
    the Cultural Center in Tuchow. The results  will be announced in the
    Paderewski’s villa in Kąśna Dolna.

2. The competition is open to students from Poland and abroad. Its  aim is
     to enable children and young people to perform in public  in order to 

     show their skills.

3. In view of the current situation, the competition will be conducted in two

    forms: stationary and online. Details of its conduct will be available at
    www.som.tuchow.pl in December 2023.
4. The program of the competition is presented by & III. The order of
    performed musical compositions should be compatible with the program
    and in the case of on-line files recorded separately according to the 
    instructions provided on the SOM’s website.

5. Applications filled in Capital letters and possibly recordings should be
    sent by e-mail (downloadable from the SOM’s website) till January 
    5.01.2024 to the following address:

    The application should contain the exact details of the competition 
    participant together with home address and telephone number as well as 
    information about the program (name and surname of the composer, title 
    of the piece, opus, number, part and time duration and photo to folder).

6. Applications that do not meet the requirements  will not be taken into
    consideration.

7. The competition is not open to jurors’ students.

8. The competition jury is appointed by the organizer. The chairman of the 

     jury is  prof. Andrzej Jasiński from the Academy of Music in Katowice.

1. Students from public and private Music and Art schools are invited to
    participate in the competition.

2. Auditions will be conducted in 5 age groups (see & III). Participation of 
    students younger than provided  by the given groups is allowed,
    provided that the program for a given group is submitted.

3. The organizers invite piano duets to take part in the competition in an
    open form (without age groups), accepting proposals submitted by 
    teachers and students and supported by the jury.
4. Competition auditions are single-stage and judged by competition Jury
    on a 25-point scale.

5. Participants will perform in alphabetical order in each group from a
    randomly selected letter of the alphabet. The draw is carried out by a
    committee and confirmed by the protocol.

6. It is required to play   the musical pieces from memory.

7. All participants will receive participation certificate  and winners will
    receive prizes. The Jury decides about the distribution of awards and
    distinctions.

8. The jury may award the Grand Prix of the Competition and 2 Special
    Awards for the best performance of a work by a Polish composer and the 
    patron of the competition.

9. The winners are invited to participate in the winners' concert on the date   specified by the organizers.

born in 2011-2013, performance time max. 15 minutes

Group IV

born in 2008-2010, performance time max. 18 minutes

Group V

born in 2005-2007, performance time max.21 minutes
